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The alarm test is normally conducted on Wednesdays, between 11 am and noon. If severe weather is possible, the test will be postponed until the next day, at the same time.  (The final decision rests with the shift leader.)  The test should never be completely omitted; if no SAME codes are received for several days, some SAME-capable NWR receivers will show messages that may lead the owner to believe that the unit is malfunctioning.

Use the Emergency Override feature to conduct the test:

· From the main BMH window, select the Emergency Override option (the “E” icon in the top right corner).
· Under Emergency Message Types, select CHIRWTILX. This will automatically set the Area Selection to all available counties, and the duration to 15 minutes.
· Click on the green Transmit button. A pop-up window will show a VU meter, labeled Initializing. 
· When On the Air! is displayed at the top of the window, read the following message:


This is a test of NOAA Weather Radio’s warning alarm systems. The attention signals you just heard will automatically activate special receivers, to warn of the impending hazard.

This test is conducted each Wednesday between 11 am and noon, but may be postponed if there is a threat of severe weather. In that case, the test will be held on the first available good-weather day.

Reception of this broadcast, and the warning alarm feature, will normally vary with distance from the transmitter. This may occur even if you are using a good quality receiver, in good working order.

We now return to regular programming.

· Click on the Stop button in the middle of the window. 
· A window will pop up, asking you to schedule the product for rebroadcast. Click on the Cancel button.
