Transmitter Groups and SAME Alerted Messages – 11/29/2016
BMH has introduced a new capability called Transmitter Groups, which among other things allows sites to group and display all the daisy chained transmitters that are receiving the same programming.  Sections 2.5.1.1.1.1, 2.5.1.1.1.3, 2.5.1.1.1.5, 2.5.1.1.2, and 2.5.1.1.3.3 of the BMH User Manual explain how to define, edit, and use Transmitter Groups.
One thing to be aware of when defining a new Transmitter Group and the transmitters assigned to it is how to ensure that SAME alerted messages are properly toned.  The first thing to understand is that SAME toning is a two-part function:  NWRWaves must be set up appropriately to generate the proper tone attribute and the Message Type in the BMH configuration must also be set up properly.  The Message Type contains a SAME Transmitters list, which lists each of the transmitters defined in your BMH transmitter configuration along with a check box next to each of them.  If the transmitter contains a check, you can generated SAME tones, otherwise you cannot.
[bookmark: _GoBack]When you add a new Transmitter Group along with each of its associated transmitters, each of those transmitters will be added to the SAME Transmitters list for each Message Type.  By default the new transmitters in the SAME Transmitters list will be unchecked.  If you want to generate SAME tones for a specific Message Type, you must manually select the check box for the new transmitter in the SAME Transmitters list.
